· Discussed the outcome of last year’s end of season meeting and re-voted on issues. The results were emailed to all and are as follows:
· Should a team consist of CCD/Parish children only? 

7 out of 12 voted that “No, a team may not consist of CCD/Parish children only. However, if a team was in the league for at least one year with players attending the school, then the team is grandfathered in and may consist of CCD/Parish children only.”
· Should the league mandate a “family” door fee of $5 for regular season games?  

7 out of 12 voted “Disagree”. NOTE: The game admission fee must be consistent through all schools and as a result no school should charge a “Family” door fee
· If a team knows in advance that they will not have enough players at the tournament, the team should be disqualified from playoffs 

9 out of 12 voted “Disagree”. 
· Proposed penalties for late fees and paperwork is: “If, on the due date, any part of the fees and/or paperwork is missing, the first game will automatically be forfeited. If, after 7 days from the due date, any part of the fees and/or paperwork is still missing, the second game will be automatically be forfeited. If, after 14 days from the due date, any part of the fees and/or paperwork is still missing, the third game will be automatically be forfeited. This third forfeit automatically disqualifies the team from the playoffs as indicated by the rules and regulations.”
