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Player’s Code of Conduct
The members of the Board of Directors of the Youth Volleyball League believe that athletics is an integral part of a total education program and helps develop the physical and emotional characteristics of the students. In keeping with the league’s philosophy, high standards of behavior and academic achievement are important to a sound athletic program. Participation in an athletic program is a privilege. All students participating in the league must assume the responsibilities of this privilege and are required to meet and maintain the expectations of this code of conduct.
The student athletes, parents, and spectators represent not only themselves but their school and their parish community.  Since participation is a privilege, it is important that everyone be aware of the rules and expectations as governed by the Youth Volleyball League of which the student athletes are members. 

Behavior Expectations 

All student athletes, parents, and spectators are expected to behave in a sportsman and Catholic manner at all times and must respect the other team. Poor sportsmanship, such as negative language, booing, and ridiculing, will not be tolerated. Any individual exhibiting poor sportsmanship will be instructed to leave the game by the referee and the game will be halted until the offending parties are vacated.
Everyone is expected to place their cell phones and pagers on vibrate or silent and will be reminded to do so at the beginning of each game. All student athletes, parents, and spectators are expected to maintain quiet on the serve. Any intentional or deliberate action to disrupt a serve, such as coughing, sneezing, or laughing, is viewed as poor sportsmanship, will not be tolerated and will be treated accordingly as described above.

The role of parents and spectators is to support all the student athletes, offering encouragement and confidence by applauding and cheering good plays. Parents and spectators are never allowed on the court during a game, may never direct any conversations at the coaches or the referees, and may not be disruptive to the game. These actions are viewed as poor sportsmanship, will not be tolerated and will be treated accordingly as described above.

All players should remain with their team and coach at all times. Players cannot roam the school or linger in hallways. When using the bathroom, players may be in groups of 2 or 3, but no more. Players should not warm up unless their coach is with them. During the 6 minute warm-up when a team has full court access, the opposing players cannot obstruct full court access, which includes the back and side off court playing area.
Players arriving at a game should not disrupt the ongoing game. They should find a spot where they are not in the way, sit with their team and support their school. 

Players should not bring anything to the bench except their drink. All belongings should remain with their guardian. Players on the bench not playing in the game should remain on the bench and support their team. They should not be crossing the court to visit the snack bar or other spectators.
Other Expectations
Academic eligibility is a prerequisite to participation in any team activity. Student athletes must maintain good grades and make academics their number one priority. In addition, all student athletes must complete all homework, class work and assigned projects in the time allotted and must be prepared for class each day. 

There is an admission fee to all games for all parents and spectators - $2 for adults and $1 for children. All players and coaches are admitted free. 

Violations Of The Expectations
Violations of the Code of Conduct may result in the denial of the privilege to participate in a sport. Recognizing the varying degrees of severity and type of misconduct, each situation will be considered individually and the Board of Directors will determine an appropriate course of action to be taken. Repeat occurrences from the same individual, whether the individual is the student athlete, parent or spectator, will be evaluated by the Board of Directors and could result in disqualification of the said individual for the entire season.

The student athlete and parent must sign and return this page of the Youth Volleyball League Code of Conduct contract as an acknowledgment and acceptance of the code, in order to be eligible to play on any team.
