Serving Derby Rules and Regulations

The YVL Serving Derby is modeled after the MBL Home Run Derby done before the All Star game. The Serving Derby is a Varsity only competition, where participants must serve over hand. Each team sends one player to the Serving Derby and all players attending will receive t-shirts.  There are FOUR rounds in the Serving Derby.

Round One:

This round has a representative from every varsity team in the North and South. The North division players go first. The order of the players is determined by the division standings of the team they are representing - lowest to highest - lowest seed serves first.

The first player serves continuously until she misses THREE serves. Her total serve count is tallied and recorded.  After all the players in the North have served, the South division players serve. After everyone has served, the players with the top FOUR highest total serve count from each division proceed to Round Two – The Semi-Finals

In the event that there is a tie for total serves tallied within a division, the players involved will each get to serve continuously until she misses a serve - this will continue until the tie is broken.

Round Two – The Semi-Finals:

This round has 8 total players – four from the North and four from the South. The South division players go first. The order of the players is determined by the standings of Round One - lowest to highest – the player with the lowest number of total serves goes first.

The first player serves continuously until she misses TWO serves. Her total serve count is tallied and recorded.  After the fours players in the South have served, the North division players serve. After everyone has served, the two players with the highest total serve count from each division proceed to Round Three – The Finals

In the event that there is a tie for total serves tallied within a division, the players involved will each get to serve continuously until she misses a serve - this will continue until the tie is broken.

Round Three – The Finals:

This round has 4 total players – TWO from the North and TWO from the South. The North division players go first. The order of the players is determined by the standings of Round Two - lowest to highest – the player with the lowest number of total serves goes first.

The first player serves continuously until she misses a serve. Her total serve count is recorded.  After the two players in the North have served, the South division players serve.  

In the event that there is a tie for total serves tallied within a division, the players involved will each get to serve (one at a time) until she misses a serve - this will continue until the tie is broken.

There are four awards given after this round:

· North Division Serving Derby "Last Man Standing" – This is the north division player (of the two players in the round) with the higher serve count

· South Division Serving Derby "Last Man Standing" – This is the south division (of the two players in the round) with the higher serve count

· North Division Serving Derby Highest Cumulative Serves – This is the North division player with the highest numbers of cumulative serves tallied from each round. This player might not participate in all 3 rounds

· South Division Serving Derby Highest Cumulative Serves – This is the South division player with the highest numbers of cumulative serves tallied from each round. This player might not participate in all 3 rounds

Round Four – The Championship:

This round has only two players – the two players with the highest cumulative serve count of all three rounds.  These two players may be from the same division and these two players may not have participated in all three rounds.

The player with the lower cumulative serve count goes first and serves continuously until she misses a serve.
· If her cumulative serve count of all four rounds is less than her opponent in the round, then her opponent is crowned the winner as the opponent will automatically have the higher cumulative total serve count.
· If her cumulative serve count of all four rounds is greater than or equals to her opponent in the round, then the opponent serve continuously until she misses a server

The player with the highest cumulative total serve count is crowned the winner receives the
